Strategy outlook - We expect improvement in the sovereign risk profile due to the fiscal
consolidation program, which we consider to be credible. Accordingly we see scope for bond
spreads to tighten during the year.

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Austerity to bite — economy expected to slow down

The Slovak political scene has continued to see twists and turns during the last three months.
A rebellious four member platform within the liberal SAS party called Ordinary People has
complicated coalition politics on a number of issues. Furthermore, when its chairman Igor Matovi¢
refused to vote with the coalition on the revision to the citizenship law, he was expelled from the
SAS parliamentary club effectively leaving the coalition. The coalition majority has shrank to a 76
majority of a 150 member House since another MP left the coalition Christian Democratic Party
(but declared allegiance to the coalition for now).

The Slovak government has exposed itself to the opposition’s criticism after its plan to reallocate
EU funds from the science, R&D and “society informatization” allotment into highway construction
met with a rather cold reaction from Brussels. The EC suggested that Slovakia first uses its already
allotted funds for infrastructure before it re-allocates its EU money. Road construction has been
effectively put on hold after the elections since the new government has cancelled the pre-
contracted PPP projects of the previous government and has not yet come up with a viable plan on
how to finance the highways. The opposition has been gaining political points with the public by
criticizing the current government for its un-ambitious plans and clumsy approach to building the
local infrastructure. Indeed, the much needed road building programme would have boosted the
ailing construction sector which was down 4.6% yoy in 2010; January construction data indicate no
improvement.

Fortunately, the rest of the economy — primarily industry — has been enjoying a strong growth
momentum recently. Using seasonally adjusted data, manufacturing increased its production in
4Q10 by 6.9% goq — car, electronics, heavy machinery and pharma have been the key drivers. The
January data imply another stellar month for the industry which grew by 17.1% yoy (0.9% mom,
sa). Taking January data into account, the Slovak industry is already 5% above the pre-crisis level
and the outlook for 1H11 is promising (mainly due to the continued boom in Germany). Strong
exports should continue to underpin the growth outlook for 2011 together with investment recovery.
A break down of 4Q10 GDP growth of 3.5% shows a strong contribution by these two expenditure
categories. Investments were up 10.6% yoy and their contribution to growth was 2.8pps (inventories
contribution was -0.5pps) Exports increased 14.3% outpacing import growth, which was 13.5% —
net exports contribution to the growth was 1.7pps. Expenditure on government consumption
contracted by 3.3% and its contribution to the growth was negative (-0.9pps). Finally, household
consumption increased by 0.5% (contribution to growth of 0.3pps) after four consecutive quarters
of negative growth. We predict 2011 growth to be 3.1% with exports and investment as the key
growth drivers.

As almost everywhere else, inflation in Slovakia has been rising recently. After increasing to 3.0%
yoy in January on the back of a VAT increase and higher food and energy prices, February figures
indicate further acceleration. February CPI came in at 3.3%, an uptick from January figures mostly
due to higher food and fuel prices. Rising inflation together with our forecast for nominal wage
growth — subdued at 2.9% yoy mainly due to the government cutting public sector pay — implies our
prediction of a negative real wage growth this year.

This combined with persisting high unemployment will keep any major recovery of household
consumption on a leash in 2011.

We do not expect a major change of sovereign rating in the next three months. Slovakia enjoys an
A+ rating, but frequently outperforms Euroland countries with more a favorable rating on the
markets. An ambitious fiscal consolidation program will further improve the risk profile. According
to the recently approved strategy of country debt management 2011-2014, the government plans to
finance most of its needs via benchmark issues (5,10 and 15Y) each worth at least EUR 3bn.
Provided conditions of the markets allow it, the government would also like to issue a bond with
long-term (20-30 year) maturity at some point.

| C1 - Transport Operational Programme

Programme co-funded by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) and the
Cohesion Fund under the Convergence Objective

On 13 September 2007, the European Commission approved an Operational Programme for
Slovakia for the 2007-13 period. The Operational Programme “Transport” falls within the
Convergence Objective framework and has a total budget of around €3.8 billion. Community
investment through the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) amounts to some €877
million, and through the Cohesion Fund to around €2.3 billion. This represents approximately
29.4% of the total EU investment earmarked for Slovakia under the Cohesion Policy for 2007-13.

1. The purpose and aim of the programme

The overall objective of the Programme is to support sustainable mobility through the development
of transport infrastructure and the improvement of public passenger transport. The measures will
contribute to the interconnectivity of the Slovak regions and an improved access to the Trans-
European Network for Transport (TEN-T). This will contribute to the reduction of regional
disparities, improve economic development and increase the competitiveness of the Slovak
economy.

With major transport infrastructure lagging behind as compared to other EU Member States,
Slovakia needs to concentrate on:

= the further development of highways and expressways;

= the modernisation of the railway infrastructure;

= improvements to public intermodal terminals;

= the challenges of environmental sustainability in the context of the climate change;
= support for public transportation.

The Operational Programme shall promote activities directly related to major transport
infrastructure and sustainable mobility. It will therefore contribute substantially to the achievement
of the Lisbon and Gothenburg strategic objectives.

2. Expected impact of the investments

The Programme will ensure the modernisation of approximately 200 km of railways, 170 km of
new highways, expressway and first-class roads. This will result in timesavings of about 1 hour in
passenger railway transport and 70 minutes for both passenger and freight road transport. Another
result will be a decrease in the number of accidents on roads, an increase in the density of higher-
class roads as well as an increase of the share of railway transport for freight.
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3. Priorities

The goals of the Operational Programme “Transport 2007-2013 are to:
= construct major transport infrastructure;
= improve the accessibility of regions through investments in transport infrastructure;
= support public passenger transport.

The following priorities represent the structure of the Operational Programme "Transport 2007-
2013™:

Priority 1: Railway infrastructure [approximately 24.4% of total funding]

The objective of this priority is to modernise and develop railway infrastructure in the context of
TEN-T. This will enhance interoperability, increase speed limits and increase operational quality
and safety.

Priority 2: Road infrastructure TEN-T [approximately 30.3% of total funding]

This priority aims to contribute to the construction of new motorways in the context of access to
TEN-T. This will have a significant impact on the accessibility to the major European road network,
road safety and road quality.

Priority 3: Intermodal transport infrastructure [approximately 3.2% of total funding]

This priority will contribute to a network of public intermodal terminals based on the principles of
sustainable mobility. This creates the basic conditions for the development of environmentally

friendly transport systems.

Priority 4: Infrastructure for integrated transport systems [approximately 14.7% of total
funding]

This priority seeks to integrate public railway transport into urban transportation systems. This will
contribute to both public transportation and sustainable transport mobility.

Priority 5: Road infrastructure (expressways and first-class roads) [approximately 23.1% of
total funding]

The objective of the further development of expressways and first-class roads is to contribute to the
proportional and gradual development of national road infrastructure. This will contribute to
eliminating critical bottlenecks in terms of traffic volumes and road accidents.

Priority 6: Public railway passenger transport [approximately 2.8% of total funding]

On 8 November 2007, the European Commission approved a national Operational Programme for
Slovakia under the Convergence objective for the period 2007-13, entitled “Environment 2007-13".
The total budget of the Programme is around €2.1 billion. Community funding through the
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) and the Cohesion Fund amounts to around €1.8
billion, which is approximately 15.5% of the total EU money invested in Slovakia under Cohesion
Policy 2007-13.

1. The purpose and aim of the EU investment

The overall objective of the Operational Programme is to improve the rational use of resources,
increase the quality of the environmental infrastructure in Slovakia in line with EU and Slovak
legislation, and strengthen the environmental aspects relating to sustainable development.

The above objective results directly from the need to fulfil the commitments of Slovakia to the EU,
stemming from transitional periods set up in the Accession Treaty. The aim is to prioritise
complicated and financially demanding activities from the point of view of implementing the
environmental European acquis in the area of water, waste, air and nature protection.

Fulfilling this overall objective increases the attractiveness of Slovakia, improves the quality of life,
strengthens the open society character from a social and territorial point of view, and creates
conditions for sustainable development.

2. Expected impact of the investment

The Operational Programme will increase the population connected to public sewers to 4.4 million,
the percentage of population connected to wastewater treatment plants to 81%, and the share of
population supplied with drinking water from public the water supply network to 91%. The area of
the territory with flood protection measures will represent 5970 km? and the number of NATURA
2000 declared territories will reach 420. The amount of greenhouse gas emissions would represent
61 902 thousand tons CO, and the rate of waste recovery will be increased to 60%.

The specific objectives of the Operational Programme Environment 2007-2013 are:

= integrated protection and rational utilisation of water;

= flood protection;

= air protection;

= minimising adverse effects of climate change;

= waste management; and

= protection and regeneration of natural environment and landscape.
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3. Priorities
The Operational Programme is structured into the following priorities:

Priority 1: Integrated protection and rational utilisation of water [approximately 50.9% of
total funding]

The specific objective is to reduce water pollution and increase the quality of life for Slovak citizens
via improved quality of the Slovak water management infrastructure pursuant to EU regulations. All
activities are being implemented within a context of integrated river basin management and are
aimed to secure a sound ecological and chemical water status as well as a suitable balance water
status in basins.

Priority 2: Flood protection [approximately 6.7% of total funding]

This priority aims at flood protection by preventive flood protection measures and development of
flood warning and forecasting systems.

Priority 3: Air protection and minimisation of adverse effects of climate change
[approximately 10% of total funding]

The specific objective is to minimize polluting substances emissions and to minimize the adverse
effects of climate change, including the support of renewable energy sources in line with EU
legislation.

Priority 4. Waste management [approximately 26.9% of total funding]

This priority is aimed to complete the waste management infrastructure pursuant to EU and Slovak
legislation as well as to reduce the adverse effects caused by environmental burdens and landfills on
ecosystems and people’s health.

Priority 5: Protection and regeneration of natural environment and landscape [approximately
2.8% of total funding]

The objective is the completion of NATURA 2000 protected sites and nature protection
infrastructure.

Priority 6: Technical assistance [approximately 2.7% of total funding]
Technical assistance will ensure smooth implementation of the Programme, as well as providing
means to support the elaboration of conceptual and strategic documents. Financial support inter alia

covers administration, monitoring, evaluation and control.

Programme under Convergence objective co-funded by European Regional Development
Fund (ERDF)

On 28 November 2007, the European Commission approved an Operational Programme for
Slovakia for the period 2007-2013, entitled “Research & Development”. The multi-objective
Programme involves Community support for all Slovak regions and has a total budget of around
€1.4 billion. Community assistance through the ERDF amounts to some €1.2 billion, which
represents approximately 10.4% of total EU funding in Slovakia under Cohesion Policy 2007-2013.

1. The purpose and aim of the EU investment:

The overall objective of the Programme is to modernise and improve the efficiency of research and
development (R&D) and infrastructure among higher learning schools in the Slovakia. The
Programme will support close cooperation between the academic and economic sectors in the
country and will enable greater use of applied research in order to contribute to increasing the
competitiveness of the Slovak economy.

The Programme will provide support for R&D activities across the entire country using funding
under both the Convergence and the Regional Competitiveness and Employment Objectives. It will
also support the upgrading of infrastructure in higher learning schools across the Convergence
Obijective areas of Slovakia.

2. The expected impact of the investment:

The Programme aims to support some 1600 projects in pursuit of its overall aim. These projects will
directly benefit approximately 17 000 researchers and are expected to enable the development of up
to 50 new spin-off companies in the small and medium-sized enterprise (SME) sector. In total, the
resources provided by the Operational Programme should result in a threefold increase in R&D
investment in Slovakia, rising to 1.5% of GDP.

3. Priority axis
The Programme is structured according to the following priorities:
Priority 1: Infrastructure of R&D [approximately 21.9% of total funding]

The global aim of this priority is to modernise and improve the quality of technical infrastructure to
enable increased cooperation between R&D institutions and social and economic sectors.

Priority 2: Support to R&D [approximately 32.8% of total funding]

The objective of this priority is to provide support to R&D projects that will enable increased
competitiveness, and create new innovative high technology small and medium sized-enterprises.

Priority 3: Infrastructure of R&D in the Bratislava region [approximately 10.5% of total
funding]

This priority will provide support for technical infrastructure to enable technology and knowledge
transfer in the Bratislava region.
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Priority 4: Support to R&D in the Bratislava region [approximately 15.7% of total funding]
This priority will support the development of applied research projects in the Bratislava region.
Priority 5: Infrastructure of higher learning schools [approximately 16.5% of total funding]

This priority will improve the quality of education in higher learning schools (universities) through
the improvement of educational facilities and infrastructure.

Priorities 6 and 7: Technical assistance [approximately 2.6% of total funding]

There is provision for technical assistance for implementation of the Programme. Financial support
is also available and covers administration, monitoring and control.

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| C4 - Operational Programme Competitivness and Economic Growth

Under the Convergence objective, co-funded by European Regional Development Fund
(ERDF)

On 28 November 2007, the European Commission approved an Operational Programme for the
Slovak Republic for the period 2007-2013, entitled "Competitiveness & Economic Growth". The
Programme involves Community support for all the Slovak regions within the framework laid out
for the Convergence Objective and has a total budget of around €908 million. Community
investment through the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) amounts to some €772
million, which represents approximately 2.9% of the total EU investment earmarked for the Slovak
Republic under the Cohesion Policy for 2007-13.

1. The purpose and aim of the EU investment

The overall objective of the Programme is to maintain and foster the competitiveness and efficiency
of industrial production and the energy sector, as well as the potential of tourism and other selected
services, while respecting the conditions of sustainable development. It aims to contribute to the
enhancement of the economic performance of Slovakia as a whole, and reduce the existing
disparities in the economic performance of individual regions.

Particular attention is paid to supporting those activities that have a positive impact on employment
and development of innovations. As a permanent priority of Slovakia’s economic policy, it is
intended that the increase in competitiveness of the sectors included into the Operational
Programme will facilitate the convergence of Slovakia and its regions towards the EU-27 levels by
the end of the 2007-13 programming period.

2. The expected impact of the investment

The programme aims to increase the level of expenditure on innovative actions within small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) from SKK 5 million at the start of the programme to SKK 124
million. Additionally, the programme aims to:

= facilitate over 100 innovation projects:
= support over 300 SMEs; and
= create 34 industrial parks.

In the area of energy, outputs will include a 15-fold increase in the area of renewable industrial
energy. In tourism, nine complex tourism centres will be created and over 30 new tourism products
developed.

3. Priorities

The principal objectives of the Competitiveness and Economic Growth Operational Programme are:
= Innovation and competitiveness growth;
= Energy efficiency, including use of renewable energies and tourism.

The Programme is structured according to the following priorities:

Priority 1: Innovation and competitiveness [approximately 56.0% of total funding]
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The global aim of this priority is the increase of competitiveness of industry and services through
innovation. It seeks to focus on the support of activities that will ensure sustainable development,
increasing competitiveness, growth of added value and employment in industry and in services.

Priority 2: Energy Sector [approximately 21.9% of total funding]

The objective of this priority is to:
= increase energy efficiency in production, transport and consumption of energy;

= decrease energy intensity in industrial production consumption of primary energy sources;
and

= increase exploitation of renewable energy.

Priority 3: Tourism [approximately 19.0% of total funding]

This priority aims to support the use of the natural, cultural, and existing potential of the Slovak
Republic for the development of sustainable tourism. The focus of this priority will be the
promotion of Slovak tourism, both locally and internationally.

Priority 4: Technical assistance [approximately 3.1% of total funding]

There is also provision for technical assistance to implement the Programme. Financial support is
available to cover administration, monitoring and control.

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| C5 - Operational Programme South East Europe (SEE)

Programme under the European Territorial Cooperation Objective co-funded by the
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)

Eligible area: Bulgaria, Greece, Italy, Hungary, Austria, Romania, Slovenia, Slovakia, Albania,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Moldova, Serbia,
Ukraine

On 20 December 2007 the European Commission approved the Transnational Co-operation
Programme “South-East Europe” for the period 2007-2013. This programme involves Community
support for regions in 16 countries- Member States, candidate, potential candidate countries and
third countries.

- For 14 countries the eligible area is the whole territory of the country, namely for Albania,
Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Romania, Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia, Greece, Hungary, Serbia, Montenegro, Slovakia, Slovenia and Moldova;

- In 2 countries only certain regions are eligible: in Italy these eligible regions are: Lombardia,
Bolzano/Bozen, Trento, Veneto, Friuli-Venezia-Giulia, Emilia Romagna, Umbria, Marche,
Abruzzo, Molise, Puglia Basilicata, and in Ukraine: Cjermovestka Oblast, lvano-Frankiviska
Oblast, Zakarpatska Oblast and Odessa Oblast.

This represents a total population of 200 million people. The total budget of the programme is € 245
million and the Community assistance through the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)
amounts to € 206 million.

1. Aim and purpose of the programme

The overall strategic goal of the programme is to improve "the territorial, economic and social
integration process and contribute to cohesion, stability and competitiveness” through the
development of trans-national partnerships. The programme focuses on four thematic priorities:
Innovation, Environment, Accessibility, and Sustainable urban development. This will be a concrete
opportunity for Western Balkans to move towards the European Union and will deepen relations
with the EU neighbouring countries.

The South-East Europe area is the most diverse, heterogeneous and complex trans-national co-
operation area in Europe, made up of a broad mix of countries. The emergence of new countries and
with it the establishment of new frontiers has changed the patterns of political, economic, social and
cultural relationships.

The area is undergoing a fundamental change in economic and production patterns after the 1990
changes. While some regions, especially the capital cities, are adapting well to the new challenges,
others are trying to re-orientate themselves. Significant for the programme area are regional
disparities in terms of economic power, innovation, competitiveness and accessibility between
urban areas and rural areas.

In the European transportation network, South-East Europe is acting as a bridge between North,
South, East and West Europe. The existing networks however cannot keep pace with the rise in
demand and the increasingly demanding standards specifications. A large number of instruments
and concepts like the Trans-European Networks (TENs) and the Pan-European Transport Corridors
cross the area, but need to be further developed.

There are rivers suitable for freight transportation, maritime borders and the Danube, an important
international inland waterway and integrating factor in many fields, such as transport, trade and
environment. South-East Europe is characterised by broad biodiversity and natural resources of
high environmental value. The potential for the use of environmentally-friendly technologies and
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the assets for future economic and social development are the strong points of the area, but inherited
environmental damage has to be addressed as well.

2. Expected impact of investments

The programme shall facilitate innovation, entrepreneurship, knowledge, the economy and
information society by concrete co-operation action and visible results. It is also aimed at improving
the attractiveness of regions and cities taking into account sustainable development, physical and
knowledge accessibility and environmental quality by integrated approaches and concrete co-
operation action and visible results. Finally, it will foster integration by supporting balanced
capacities for trans-national territorial co-operation at all levels.

3. Priorities
Priority 1: Facilitation of innovation and entrepreneurship

aims to contribute specifically to the future development of South-East Europe as a place of
innovation, to facilitate innovation, entrepreneurship andthe knowledge economy and to enhance
integration and economic relations in the co-operation area. These objectives can be achieved
through the development of technology & innovation networks, the promotion of an enabling
environment for innovative entrepreneurship and the enhancement of the framework conditions for
innovation. Examples of projects which could be supported include: feasibility studies, joint
training courses connected to innovation and technology, creating networks of small and medium
enterprises (SMESs) etc.

Priority 2: Protection and improvement of the environment

aims to contribute to the improvement of environmental conditions and better management of
protected and other natural/semi natural areas, to override the constraints imposed by national
barriers, to foresee future environmental threats and opportunities and to develop common trans-
national action for the protection of nature and humans. This can be achieved through integrated
water management and flood prevention and management, the prevention of environmental risks,
the management of natural resources and the promotion of resources and energy efficiency.
Examples of projects would include: common civil protection systems, common alert mechanisms,
strategies for rural and maritime tourism, developing networks on "green industries" etc.

Priority 3: Improvement of accessibility

is aimed at connecting local and regional actors to the European Networks (including road, rail,
inland and sea transport). This includes physical infrastructure as well as access to the Information
Society. It also promotes co-ordinated preparation for the development of accessibility networks
and the support of multi-modality. This objective can be achieved through co-ordinating the
promotion, planning and operating of primary and secondary transportation networks, the
development of strategies tackling the “digital divide” and the improvement of framework
conditions for multi-modal platforms.

Priority 4: Development of trans-national synergies for sustainable growth areas.

It aims to address the increasing disparities between certain regions and cities in South-East Europe
and to lead to a "polycentric" type of development.
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The objective can be accomplished by referring to the challenges of crucial problems affecting
metropolitan areas and regional systems of settlement, the promotion of a balanced pattern of
attractive and accessible growth areas and the promotion of cultural values as a development asset.
Examples of actions would include: developing cooperation in the field of public infrastructure and
public services, cooperative solutions for urban renewal, plans for the restructuring of former
military camps, for better management of archaeological sites etc.

Priority 5: Technical assistance to support implementation and capacity building

shall contribute to the smooth implementation of the programme and increase capacity of
institutions and beneficiaries in the programme area.

Programme under the European Territorial Cooperation Objective, co-funded by the
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)

On 20 December 2007, the European Commission approved a Cross-border Cooperation
Operational Programme between Poland and Slovakia for the period 2007-2013. The Programme
involves providing Community support as part of the European Regional Development Fund
(ERDF) for specific Polish and Slovakian regions that lie along their common border: Bielsko-
Bialski, Nowosadecki and Kro$niensko-Przemyski, Zilinsky kraj and PreSovsky kraj. The areas of
Oswigcimski Powiat, Pszczynski Powiat, Rzeszowski Powiat and Rzeszow Powiat Grodzki in
Poland may take part in projects as an adjacent area, i.e. receiving a maximum 20% of the ERDF
funding allocated to the Programme.

The Operational Programme falls within the framework laid out for the European Territorial
Cooperation Objective and has a total budget of around €185 million. Community assistance
through the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) amounts to some €157 million, which
represents approximately 1.8% of the total EU investment earmarked for the European Territorial
Cooperation Objective under the Cohesion Policy 2007-13.

1. Aim and purpose of the programme

The Programme area is characterized by low socio-economic development and difficulties in the
labour market. The major weakness in the region is the lack of good quality transportation and
communication infrastructure, which hinders cross-border cooperation and networking. Diversity of
the natural environment and cultural and historical heritage is an asset, however these features need
to be preserved and maintained.

The global objective of the Programme is to use a partnership approach to intensify Polish-Slovak
cooperation and support the sustainable development of the border region with improvements to
cross-border infrastructure, support for socio-economic, environmental and cultural development,
and implementation of micro projects based on people-to-people actions.

2. Expected impact of investments

The Programme is expected to enhance spatial integration and better accessibility in the border area
and reduce the existing barriers in transportation, communication and environmental infrastructure.
Through activities in the area of risk prevention, tourism and protection of cultural and natural
heritage, the cross-border area should become more attractive for tourists and investors. There
should also be an increase in partnership cooperation in areas such as labour market institutions,
research centers, schools and other organizations. The following are examples of some of the
expected impacts:

- 70000 people to benefit from new / modernized communication infrastructure;

- 200 kilometers of new / modernized cross-border communication connections;

- 25 initiatives that contribute to protecting biodiversity;

- 350 tourist products;

- 90 renovated historical objects.

3. Priorities
The Operational Programme is structured along the following priorities:
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Priority 1: Development of Cross-border Infrastructure [approximately 43% of total funding]
This priority will focus mainly on improving cross-border infrastructure conditions oriented
towards spatial integration, safety, better accessibility and attractiveness for inhabitants, investors
and tourists.

Priority 2: Social and Economic Development [approximately 34% of total funding]

With this priority, the Programme authorities are looking to promote partnership cooperation for
sustainable socio-economic, environmental and cultural development of the Polish — Slovak border
region.

This priority aims to promote local initiatives and establish cross-border contacts through
implementation of micro projects based on people-to-people actions.

On 21 December 2007, the European Commission approved a Cross-border Cooperation
Operational Programme between Slovakia and the Czech Republic for the period 2007-13. The
Programme involves providing Community support as part of the European Regional Development
Fund (ERDF) for the following regions along the Slovak-Czech border:

Trnavsky kraj, Tren¢iansky kraj and Zilinsky kraj in Slovakia;

Jihomoravsky kraj, Zlinsky kraj and Moravskoslezsky kraj in the Czech Republic.

The Operational Programme falls within the framework laid out for the European Territorial
Cooperation Objective and has a total budget of around €109 million. Community funding through
the ERDF amounts to some €93 million, which represents approximately 1.1% of the total EU
investment earmarked for the European Territorial Cooperation Objective under the Cohesion
Policy 2007-13.

1. Aim and purpose of the programme

The overall objective of the Programme is to support joint development of the region within the
common Schengen area. It is necessary to provide appropriate conditions that will support the
development of the joint region. The global objective of the Programme is to increase cohesion and
convergence of the cross border region. This objective will be satisfied by creating a network of
cooperating bodies that support sustainable and integrated development of the economy, the
environment, social issues, shared culture, IT implementation and tourism that preserve and
maintain cultural traditions.

Slovakia and the Czech Republic were once part of a single federal state — Czechoslovakia. In 1993,
the two countries calmly split into two separated national states. The mutual relations of the two
states are now very good. The two national economies are now in competition. The living standards
of the Czech Republic are slightly higher than found in Slovakia. Even so, Slovakia enjoys a higher
economic growth rate.

As the languages of the two countries are quite similar, there is no major language barrier, which
should facilitate smooth implementation of the Cross-border Cooperation Programme.

2. Expected impact of investments

The Programme is oriented towards creating stable networks of co-operation in various fields,
including universities, public administration, businesses (clusters), cities and small town
administrations etc. As there is a high potential for tourism development, the Programme also aims
to improve the tourism infrastructure, so as to create common tourism products, services and
support. A considerable impact is also anticipated in terms of interconnectivity of the two countries
(local roads, railways, bicycle paths).

Another aim of the Programme is to reduce barriers between the border regions and to build mutual
trust, which will be realised through the “Micro Projects Fund”. The fund will focus on people-to-
people projects that serve to facilitate shared administration and citizen services.

3. Priorities

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Priority 1: Support of social, cultural and economic development and cooperation in the cross
border region [approximately 54.0% of total funding]

The aim of this priority is to support:

= acommon approach to Human Resources and education development;
= cross border economic development activities improvement; and

= the potential of tourism so as to highlight its economic importance in the cross border region
while supporting the development of shared tourism products.

[approximately 40.0% of total funding]

The aim of this priority is to:

= create the required conditions for regeneration and sustainability of environmental quality.

Priority 3: Technical assistance [approximately 6.0% of total funding]

Technical assistance pertains to the management of the Programme; including information and
communication activities.

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| C8 - Operational Programme Central Europe

Programme under the European Territorial Cooperation Objective, co-funded by the
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)

On 3 December 2007, the European Commission approved a European territorial cooperation
programme covering the period 2007-2013. The programme is called “Central Europe” and is
aimed at transnational cooperation between eight Member States. The Member States involved are
the Czech Republic, Germany (territories in the East and South), Italy (territories in the North-East),
Hungary, Austria, Poland, Slovenia and Slovakia. The Ukraine (western part) will also take part in
the programme, providing its own resources as well as a contribution from the European
Neighbourhood and Partnership Initiative.

The total budget for the Programme is just over €298 million, with Community assistance under the
ERDF amounting to some €246 million. This represents approximately 2.8% of the total EU
investment earmarked for the European Territorial Cooperation Objective under the Cohesion
Policy 2007-2013.

1. Aim and purpose of the programme

The adopted Programme is new within the framework of transnational cooperation, however most
of the partners have already cooperated through the INTERREG I1IB programme "CADSES",
which has been split into two separate programmes for 2007-2013: "Central Europe™ and "South-
East Europe".
The overall goal of the Programme is to strengthen territorial cohesion, promote internal integration
and enhance the competitiveness of Central Europe. This broad overall aim has the following two
strategic objectives:
e Improving the competitiveness of Central Europe by strengthening innovation and
accessibility structures;
« Improving territorial development in a balanced and sustainable way by enhancing the
quality of the environment and developing attractive cities and regions.

2. Expected impact of investments

A series of indicators, applicable to each of the Programme priorities, will be used to evaluate the
impact of the Programme on competitiveness, the environment, accessibility, identity of the region,
quality of life in cities and regions, etc.

It is expected that the Programme will make a significant contribution towards increasing the
overall territorial cohesion of the area, by providing opportunities for public and private operators to
seek joint solutions to common problems which go beyond regional and national borders.
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3. Priorities

The overall aim and the two strategic objectives have been translated into five thematic priorities,
which each target different sectors of socio-economic players active in the area. These priorities are:

Priority 1: Facilitating innovation across Central Europe [approximately 20% of total
funding]

The main objective of this priority is to create, across the entire Programme area, a favourable
framework for innovation and entrepreneurship. The area's potential in this field is significant,
however variations inside the Central Europe area are extremely wide. The partners aim to support
projects that foster cooperation at all points along the innovation chain.

Priority 2: Improving accessibility of and within Central Europe [approximately 26% of total
funding]

Central Europe is characterised by varied levels of accessibility, ranging from very accessible
regions to less accessible large rural and peripheral areas. This priority will provide support for key
players in transport to work together to define priorities that need to be addressed in an effort to
increase interconnectivity and interoperability in Central Europe. As the Programme does not have
sufficient funds to invest in large infrastructure projects, the partners will be encouraged to prepare
concrete investment plans which should be submitted to other national or European financing
sources. The priority will also aim at sustainability, and as such, carbon-neutral solutions will be
encouraged.

Priority 3: Using our environment responsibly [approximately 26% of total funding]

The region covered by the Programme is characterised by high-risk areas in terms of natural
disasters such as floods or human-caused accidents. There is also a very rich natural and cultural
heritage which needs to be jointly protected and managed. This priority will provide funding for
projects in the field of risk management and prevention, management of resources, energy
efficiency, etc.

Priority 4: Enhancing competitiveness and attractiveness of cities and regions [approximately
22% of total funding]

Quality of life in Central Europe can be improved through strengthening the capacity of regions and
cities in terms of spatial planning and town planning. As a result, exchanges of best practices and
common solutions will be promoted in order to improve spatial planning at local and regional
levels. Another important aspect of this priority is to look at capitalising on the wealth of existing
cultural resources.

Priority 5: Technical assistance [approximately 6% of total funding]

Technical assistance is provided for implementing the Programme. Financial support is also
available and covers administration, monitoring, evaluation and control.
